AFTER LOCK-OUT
A) If possessions left by tenants would be valued at less than      $300.00 collectively if sold at a garage sale, then inventory    and discard in whatever fashion you choose.

B) If possessions left by the tenants are collectively valued at    more than $300.00, then inventory and take the following         steps:
